September activity continued to be stagnant at depressed levels, a trend that has persisted since the substantive and psychological effects of the home buyer tax credits vanished in the second quarter.

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Peninsula Notes 
September starts on the Peninsula of 81 units were down 15.6% from 96 units the prior month but up 47.3% from 55 units in September 2009. James City County (40 units) continues to account for roughly half of new housing starts and Ryan Homes was the most active builder in September with 18 starts spread across six subdivisions.  Villa Construction was issued permits for 12 townhouse units at the Villas of Yorktown in York County.  
Southside Notes 
September starts on Southside of 158 units were down 4.8% from 166 units the prior month and 12.2% from 180 units in September 2009.  Over half of the starts on Southside in September were in Chesapeake (89 units) where activity was boosted by 24 dwelling units permitted for The Dragas Companies new attached housing project, Kings Pointe at Western Branch.  Dragas also started 8 townhouse units at Oakbrooke Crossing, also in Chesapeake. September Activity in other Southside localities remained at or below that of recent months.  Chesapeake Homes (18 units) was the only other builder with 10 or more starts in September.      
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
